Daytime temperatures range from 60 and 85 degrees Fahrenheit.  At night, temperatures can drop to between 30 and 50 degrees 

Fahrenheit.  Because of the wide range of temperatures possible, it is best to bring several layers of clothing that can be taken off or put on 
to accommodate the weather and varying activity levels.  Cotton clothing of any type does not work as well as an isolative fabrics such as 

wool or polypropylene.  These fabrics breathe and retain heat even when wet.  These fabrics are recommended for all programs.
